PASTORAL

The U.S. dollar is used as the basic currency for global financial and trade
transactions and is naturally called the 'key currency.' As a result, many coun-
terfeit crimes occur around the world. Accordingly, the United States is work-
ing hard to prevent counterfeit crimes and operates a counterfeit currency
task force under the government. However, the interesting thing is that the
first thing employees in this department learn is not how to distinguish ‘coun-
terfeit currency,’ but how to distinguish ‘genuine money.’ If you know ‘genu-
ine money,’ you can easily distinguish ‘fake money’ from it.

But isn’t our faith like that too? The writer of Hebrews emphasizes ‘faith’ and ‘
evidence’ as a bundle in chapter 11, which is called the Chapter of Faith. Faith
must be confirmed not only with words, but with evidence. He introduces two
types of evidence of 'true faith'. First, he cites as an example the amazing testi-
monies of faith that appear through God's work among believers (Hebrews
11:33-35). They are like the triumphal songs that every believer wants to sing.
However, the writer of Hebrews goes on to give examples of evidence of 'true
faith' (Hebrews 11:35-38) that is completely contradictory to this, such as suf-
fering beyond description and even being martyred to keep the faith.

For example, when apostles Peter and James were imprisoned (Acts 12), Peter
was miraculously released through the prayers of the saints and the work of
God, while James was martyred in prison. So can we say that Peter was saved
because he had faith, and James died because he had no faith? Can we say that
the faith of the saints who interceded for Peter was greater than the faith of
those who prayed for James? “By faith we understand that the universe was
formed at God’s command, so that what is seen was not made out of what was
visible” (Hebrews 11:3). A person who possesses 'true faith' accepts all situa-
tions according to the guidance of the Holy Spirit because he believes that God
is the one who created whatever he encounters. So, even when gusts and
storms arise in his life, he maintains inner peace and waits for God to make ev-
erything beautiful in its time (Ecclesiastes 3:11).

In this way, faith is believing in God, the invisible Creator, and that His promises will be
realized, and waiting for what God will do with the help of the Holy Spirit and with *
inner evidence.’ Paul explained this internal evidence as follows: “He set his seal of
ownership on us and put his Spirit in our hearts as a deposit” (2 Corinthians 1:22). In
other words, the sealing and guaranteeing of the Holy Spirit is the internal evidence. In
this world, there are psychological evidence and physical evidence. In the world's
courts, no matter how numerous and clear your psychological evidence is, they are not
accepted. Even though it may seem insignificant, only physical evidence is accepted.
However, in God's court, beyond psychological evidence (confession) and physical evi-
dence (merit), there must be "evidence based on faith” guaranteed by the Holy Spirit.
Isaiah said that when we live a life guaranteed by the Holy Spirit, our relationship with
God, who created this world and brings about life, death, mishap, and happiness, will
be strengthened and we will receive complete protection. “I form the light and create
darkness, I bring prosperity and create disaster; I, the Lord, do all these things” (Isaiah
45:7). God, who created heaven and earth, is not only the creator of material things, but
also of life, death, mishap, and happiness and judges us by looking at how we stand
before Him. In other words, when we find ourselves in light and darkness on the path
of life, God builds our lives by paying attention to what kind of 'relationship' we have
with God and how we resolve the situation.

Sometimes you see flyers on roadside telephone poles looking for companion dogs by
offering rewards. However, there are cases where the amount of rewards is set so high
that it would be better to buy a new pet dog. This may be due to the 'relationship'
formed by the owner while living with the pet dog. The relationship between humans
and animals is influential enough to warrant such great rewards, but what about the re-
lationship between God the Creator and humans created in the image of God? The price
that God paid by sending His only begotten Son into this world and offering Himself up
as aransom on the cross to save us who were lost and wandering in sin cannot be calcu-
lated by anything in the world. God wants us to never forget the fact that we were saved
by His boundless love and to repay that grace and live with ‘true faith.” Paul, a represen-
tative person who lived in accordance with God's wishes, left these words in his letter to
the Galatians. “Finally, let no one cause me trouble, for I bear on my body the marks of

Jesus” (Galatians 6:17).
