PASTORAL

Every year on Palm Sunday, we think about Jesus' entry into Jerusalem and the mean-
ing of the cross He carried. Apostle Paul interpreted these actions of the Lord theologi-
cally. “Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to
be grasped, but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made
in human likeness. And being found in appearance as a man he humbled himself and
became obedient to death—even death on a cross!”(Philippians 2:6-8). Jesus is one of
the 'Trinity' who is equal to God, but for the sake of his mission, he laid down all his
rights and became 'incarnated,” and was among sinners in the form of a lowly and
humble man, bearing all their sins in his body and becoming a perfect ‘redemptive sac-
rifice’ according to God’s will. The word to which we should pay attention here is obedi-
ence, or ‘SURRENDER.’ The original meaning of this word is more than the inevitable
act of 'giving' life because it is God’s command. It means obedience to willingly offering
one's 'heart and will' in sympathy with the will of God who sent Himself to the world.
This was already predicted when Jesus looked into his future and told his disciples the
parable of the kernel of wheat. “I tell you the truth, unless a kernel of wheat falls to the
ground and dies, it remains only a single seed. But if it dies, it produces many seeds”
(John 12:24). All human beings, from young children to old people, have a strong ten-
dency to reveal their own existence, so unless the Word of God holds them strongly,
they cannot live according to this Word. The Lord linked this parable of wheat grains to
the 'way of disciples' and told us to prove ourselves to be disciples through the death of
our egos. In other words, a disciple should not be a worldly being who remains as 'just
a grain' and shows a 'physical presence,” but a holy being who reveals 'spiritual pres-

ence' by bearing 'many fruits' through the death of the ego.

Among the psychological jargons, there is a term called ‘selective perception.” People
receive a lot of information through their five senses, but they perceive all of it in an
egocentric way based on their own thoughts, values, world views, and prejudices, and

they tend to selectively listen only to what they want to hear.




PASTORAL

Jesus rebuked the Jewish leaders of that time who lived with the purpose of demon-
strating ‘the physical presence’ for distorting the Word of God and misleading the Isra-
elites through their ‘selective perception.’ He said to them, “You have let go of the com-
mands of God and holding on to the traditions of men. ‘You have a fine way of setting
aside the commands of God in order to observe your own traditions!” (Mark 7: 8-9). The
problem is that the Jews at the time of Jesus were fooled into thinking that 'human tra-
ditions' were 'God's commandments' by their leaders who created these traditions and
believed that living in accordance with the human traditions was a faithful life. The life
that God is pleased with must be a faith that is proven not by believing in human tradi-
tions, but by believing in God's commandments and acting in accordance with them.
“Then I looked, and there before me was the Lamb, standing on Mount Zion, and with
him 144,000 who had his name and his Father’s name written on their foreheads” (Rev-
elation 14:1). Who are the 144,000 people here who will stand with the Lamb on Mount
Zion? They are the ‘living’ who have lived a life bearing ‘many fruits’ as a ‘kernel of
wheat’ through the death of ego that Jesus spoke of. The writer of Proverbs said about
this as follows: “For the living know that they will die, but the dead know nothing; they
have no further reward and even the memory of them is forgotten” (Ecclesiastes 9:5).
Here, the 'living' are people who kill their ego because they know that their body will
die, and the 'dead' are people who are obsessed with this world because they do not
know that they will die. So the living bear many spiritual fruits, but the dead bear no
fruit. As a result, the names of the dead are forgotten by God and subject to judgment,
while the names of the living are remembered by God and recorded in the Book of Life,
leading them to eternal life.

By teaching his disciples the ‘parable of the grains of wheat,’ the Lord wanted them to
live as ‘the living’ and reach eternal life. And by surrendering to God's will, He became
a ransom and chose to bear 'many fruits.' That is why Jesus was able to enter eternal

life, making the great declaration, ‘It is finished.’
