PASTORAL

If we compare the Christian faith to a house, there are two pillars that support this
house: the cross and the resurrection. This means that the essence of our faith is to gain
through loss and to live again through death. “If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from
the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your
mortal bodies through his Spirit, who lives in you” (Romans 8:11). This means that the
Holy Spirit, by leading those who are mortal to confess that Jesus is the Lord, frees
them from sin and allows them to live without sin. If God sees anyone with the Holy
Spirit dwelling within them, He will rescue them from the swamp of sin and death and
set them free, giving them eternal life.

In this regard, the so-called “furnace incident” in Daniel 3 would be a good example. In
Daniel 3, King Nebuchadnezzar tried to kill Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego by
throwing them into the furnace for not bowing down to his golden statue. Those who
were Daniel's friends were just as faithful as Daniel, who had been taken captive during
the Babylonian captivity and lived together with their people. They were actual protag-
onists who were filled with the Spirit of God in a foreign land ruled by idols but became
‘entities to die’ for keeping their faith and were placed in the valley of death, but then
were brought back to life.

“The king's command was so urgent and the furnace so hot that the flames of the fire
killed the soldiers who took up Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, and these three
men, firmly tied, fell into the blazing furnace” (Daniel 3:22 -23). However, a truly unbe-
lievable thing occurred before the eyes of this cruel and ruthless King Nebuchadnez-
zar. A miracle occurred in the furnace of fire that was threatening to burn everything at
once and formlessly. Weren't four people walking in the fire, as if they were taking a
walk? Nebuchadnezzar couldn't believe his eyes and quickly called in a counselor and
asked. “Weren'’t there three men that we tied up and threw into the fire? They replied,
Certainly, O king.” He said ‘Look! I see four men walking around in the fire, unbound
and unharmed, and the fourth looks like a son of gods”(Daniel 3:24,25). Who was the
fourth person Nebuchadnezzar saw here? Nebuchadnezzar called him an angel sent by
God, which could be interpreted to mean Christ who appeared in the furnace together

with Shadrach Meshach and Abednego.
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Meanwhile, we should pay attention to where God saved Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego in this furnace incident. He did not save them outside the furnace, but he
saved them by staying with them in the furnace. Here is God’s great providence.
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego were bound and thrown into a furnace seven times
hotter than usual. If God had not worked here, the Nebuchadnezzar golden statue inci-
dent would have ended with that happening, and these three men would have been re-
membered only as martyrs. But there was a special intention of God in this event. We
should look at what the soldiers did to Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego when they
were ordered to throw them into the furnace. “So these men, wearing their robes, trou-
sers, turbans and other clothes, were bound and thrown into the blazing furnace”
(Daniel 3:21). What is noteworthy here is that the soldiers dressed these three men in
'different clothes' and then threw them into the furnace. The reason why Daniel made
it clear that they were wearing different clothes was to emphasize the fourth person.
That is, the emphasis is on a fourth person who was dressed differently from the three,
perhaps wearing white linen.

God remained silent until Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego were thrown into the fur-
nace of fire. However, when they were thrown into the fire, He not only was with them
and protected them, but also performed a miracle in front of Nebuchadnezzar, fully
demonstrating that He is the protector of those who keep the faith. Daniel described
the incident in great detail, showing how thoroughly God protected them. “The straps,
prefects, governors, and royal advisors crowded around them. They saw that the fire
had not harmed their bodies nor was a hair of their heads singed; their robes were not
scorched, and there was no smell of fire on them” (Daniel 3:27) . After this furnace inci-
dent, King Nebuchadnezzar, who was extremely arrogant, showed a complete change
in his view of Jehovah God and his attitude towards his people. “Then Nebuchadnezzar
said, ‘Praise be to the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, who has sent his
angel, and rescued his servants! They trusted in him, and defied the king’s command
and were willing to give up their lives rather than serve or worship any god except their
own God” (Daniel 3:28). This is why God works when He wants, not when we humans

want. Even now, God works through people who trust in Him and wait for His timing.
