given to you as well”

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If reality is on this side of the river, and an ideal is on the other side, then action is the
bridge that connects the two sides. This applies not only to secular life, but also to spiri-
tual life. When you act, you can experience an ideal in reality, and thus reality becomes
anideal. For example, after meeting the Lord, Paul changed the direction of his life 180
degrees and lived a life in which reality and ideals were connected. At the time, if Paul
had only thought about his realistic position, his acting by faith could have been very
dangerous. However, Paul, who lived in the Lord, was able to overcome all his fears
and to act according to his faith. “...whatever was to my profit I now consider loss for
the sake of Christ. What is more, I consider everything a loss compared to the surpass-
ing greatness of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord...” (Philippians 3:7-8). This means that
Paul was able to enjoy the ‘ideal life’ of the nobility of knowing Jesus Christ in ‘reality’
through ‘acting’ of discarding worldly values as harmful that were previously consid-
ered beneficial.

The God we believe in and serve is not the God of the dead, but the God of the living. “I
am still confident of this: I will see the goodness of the Lord in the land of the living”
(Psalm 27:13). This means that as long as we are in faith, we are also ‘living people’ any-
time and anywhere. Of course, this faith must be proven through the actions of a
changed life like Paul's. When God promised blessings to the Israelites who were about
to enter Canaan, He commanded them to demonstrate their faith through actions. “
When you enter the land and plant any kind of fruit tree...” (Leviticus 19:23). God was
telling them that if they wanted an abundant life, they would first have to take the trou-
ble to plant fruit trees. Although there is no question that the land of Canaan was the
land promised by God and a land flowing with milk and honey, it was not a land of
blessings like the Garden of Eden, but a land that required sweat and work to produce
fruit. “...through painful toil you will eat of it all the days of your life. It will produce
thorns and thistles for you, and you will eat the plants of the field. By the sweat of your

brow, you will eat your food until you return to the ground...”(Genesis 3:17-19).
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On the other hand, when God commanded His people to plant various fruit trees, He
had the intention of seeing their faith in Him. When the Israelites entered the land of
Canaan, the native tribes were not going to just yield their land to the Israelites. More-
over, they were so magnificent that the Israelites looked like grasshoppers. Thus, if
they did not believe in God's promise, it would have been impossible for them to plant
all kinds of fruit tree. If such doubts as “Can we really survive here?” gripped the com-
munity, who would be able to plant fruit trees that would take several years to harvest?
Cheonan in South Korea is famous for walnut cookies. There lived a person who was
the first to make and sell walnut cookies. He built 95 churches before he passed away at
the age of 95. Under the belief that ‘If T advertise God, God advertises me!” he sold
walnut cookies with ‘Bible verses’ imprinted in the boxes of walnut cookies. He may
have applied God’s command to ‘plant various fruit trees’ to himself in that way. He
planted the gospel in the hearts of his customers and reaped ‘abundant fruits’ as prom-
ised by God.

Meanwhile, God commanded them not to eat the fruits of the trees for three years, fol-
lowing the command to plant fruit trees (Leviticus 19:23). This is because the land was
considered unclean, and after planting fruit trees on that land, all the fruits that grew
in the first three years were also considered unclean, which is in parallel with what the
word “uncircumcised” means. Wouldn't you be worried if you received an order like
this in a situation where you don't have enough food to eat right now? However, if God
had given this command, there should have been a reason. God wanted to instill into
the Israelites the spirit of circumcision requiring dying to live in all areas of their lives.
God further clarified His will through the command to offer the first pure harvest of the
fourth year to Him. Come to think of it, we can see that the commands God gave them
are all related to the death of the ego. God promised that when the people completely
believed in His promise, killed their ego, and ‘acted’ according to His commands, the ‘
ideal’ that the land’s harvest would be abundant would become a ‘reality.” The writer of
Proverbs defined the blessings enjoyed in this way as follows: “The blessing of the Lord
brings wealth, and he adds no trouble to it” (Proverbs 10:22).
