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In the last general election in our home country (South Korea), candidates from the
ruling and opposition parties suffered greatly due to abusive language they had made
in the past. Among them, some were disqualified in each party's primary, and some
survived in the main election after winning in the primary. However, in any case, there
are Words that people who talk rudely should remember. “The tongue has the power of
life and death, and those who love it will eat its fruit” (Proverbs 18:21). If human words
have this kind of power, what about the Word of God? God’s Word becomes great
power for those who believe.

“I will guide him and restore comfort to him, creating praise on the lips of the mourn-
ers in Israel. Peace, peace, to those far and near,” says the Lord. “And I will heal them”
(Isaiah 57:19). God, who creates the fruit of lips, wants his people to live in peace ac-
cording to his Word and works to make that happen. Isaiah says that God works both
for those who are far away and for those who are near. People who were far away were
those who were taken captive to Babylon, and people who were near were those who
remained in Jerusalem. Like this, our God disciplines humans for their sins, but ulti-
mately wants them to be at peace.

As can be seen from the proverb, ‘Words become seeds,” human words have power and
the ability to create something. In this regard, Jesus warned us that the results would be
completely different depending on the words we use. “I tell you that men will have to
give account on the day of judgment for every careless word they have spoken. For by
your words you will be acquitted, and by your words you will be condemned” (Matthew
12:36-37). We can find examples of what the Lord said in the history of the Israelites
who came out of Egypt. “Why did you bring the Lord’s community into this desert, that
we and our livestock should die here?” (Numbers 20:4) We can control words when
they are in our mouths, but the moment they come out, they control us. What hap-
pened to the people who did not know grace and complained so much? As they said,
they wandered in the desert and died there. The reason why words, the fruit of our lips,

are so important is that they open up a completely different path in life.
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Meanwhile, there is a saying, “People swear with their eyes,” which means that people
can accuse others not only with their mouth, but also with their eyes. The words
spoken with the eyes are sometimes even more powerful than the words spoken with
the mouth. “The Lord turned and looked straight at Peter. Then Peter remembered the
word the Lord had spoken to him: ‘Before the rooster crows today, you will disown me
three times.” And he went outside and wept bitterly” (Luke 22:61,62). Peter who had
denied Jesus encountered two eyes in the courtyard of the high priest. One was the con-
demning gaze of the high priest's servant girl, and the other was the loving gaze of
Jesus. While the servant girl glared at Peter to accuse him, the Lord looked at him with
pity for his weakness. Jesus' gaze when he looked at Peter in the high priest's courtyard
was not one that accused Peter for denying Him. The Lord knew that Peter wanted to
distance himself from his Lord for his own safety, but Jesus understood his weakness
and did not rebuke him. Rather, the Lord spoke with warm eyes toward Peter, who had
failed by denying Him in front of the servant girl. The Lord comforted Peter, who was
feeling defeated and shameful, and established him again.

Antoine de Saint-Exupéry who wrote The Little Prince said that “The reason the desert
is beautiful is because it hides a spring somewhere.” People who believe in Jesus do not
escape from the wilderness-like path of life and not always take the flowery path. How-
ever, for believers, the church is like a 'fountain in the desert' in their path of life where
they quench their thirst with the Word of the Lord, gain vitality, and pass through the
desert road of life again. “I form light and create darkness; I bring prosperity and create
disaster; I, the Lord do all these things” (Isaiah 45:7). This message can be a ‘fountain’
thatlifts up God’s people walking through the spiritual desert. God created the heavens,
the earth, the sea, the sun, the moon, and the stars, as well as all living creatures,
through Words. But in addition to that, God not only builds peace for His children
through Words, but also creates tribulation through Words.
