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When I first came to the United States, I used to listen to broadcast sermons to improve
my English listening skills. At that time I had the opportunity to listen to John Haegee 's
sermon, and one sentence I heard was very impressive: “Going to God without faith is
like going to Walmart without money.” Around that time, I went to a place called
Walmart for the first time and was overwhelmed by the size of the store. So when the
pastor preached about faith using Walmart as a metaphor, his sermon caught my ears.
There are countless items at Wal-Mart, so if you have money, you can have as much as
you want, but if you go without money, you have nothing to get. What sounded gra-
cious to me is Haegee’s sermon that God the Creator has everything and wants to give
all of it to us, but the first thing He wants to see in us before giving it is faith. That's what
I heard.

In his letter to the Roman believers, Paul said, “Faith comes from hearing the message”
(Romans 10:17). This also means that since faith begins with hearing the Word, you
cannot have faith if you do not have the will to listen. I think that is the reason why the
Lord said, “Blessed are your eyes because they see, and your ears because they hear”
(Matthew 13:16). Of course, people are not blessed by seeing or hearing just anything.
We must look to the Lord and listen to the gospel. However, if a person only listens to
the sounds of the world and asserts them, his ears to hear the Word of God are bound
to close. “Philip found Nathanael and told him, ‘We have found the one Moses wrote
about in the Law and about whom the prophets also wrote--Jesus of Nazareth, the son
of Joseph™ (John 1:45). Nathanael’s response was that “How on earth could a good
person be born in Nazareth?” Nathanael was caught up in the words of the world that
were being talked about at the time and did not even try to listen to Philip. The argu-
ment that good people could not be born in Nazareth was a prejudice against that vil-
lage, which was located in a remote area. Therefore, if you want to become a sincere

believer, you must first let go of worldly prejudices and human thoughts.
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Also, the idea that you will accept the gospel only after knowing and understanding all
of God's thoughts is arrogance. Saying that you will believe only when you fully under-
stand the gospel is like saying that you have no intention of believing at all. This is be-
cause it is impossible to understand, rationally or emotionally, the birth of Jesus out of
a virgin, the atonement on the cross, and the resurrection of the dead, which are the
core of the gospel of Christ. So Paul said: “For it is by grace you have been saved,
through faith—and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God” (Ephesians 2:8)
Usually, if a 1-ton stone contains 2 grams of gold, it is called “gold ore.” Since 1 ton is 1
million grams, 2 grams of gold are equivalent to 1/500,000 tons of gold. Thus, if a 1-ton
stone contains 1/500,000 tons of gold, it becomes gold ore. God does not save us from
sin because our faith is perfect. Even if we have very little faith in us and our ‘listening
ears’ are open even just a little, God will come into us because He has a very strong will
to come into us. He works through the Holy Spirit so that faith as little as a mustard seed
takes root within us. And in order to strengthen our faith, God allows us to undergo
hardship in the process of refining us. Through this process, God allows our faith to be
established not only in our heads but also experientially in our actual lives.
Meanwhile, Paul talks about what the Holy Spirit does the moment we hear the gospel
and accept the Lord. “And you also were included in Christ when you heard the word of
truth, the gospel of your salvation. Having believed you were marked in him with a
seal, the promised Holy Sprit, who is a deposit guaranteeing our inheritance until the
redemption of those who are God’s possession—to the praise of his glory” (Ephesians
1:13-14). In a word, the moment we hear and believe in the gospel of salvation, the Holy
Spirit marks us with a seal and guarantees that we become His children. After that,
there is a blessed life that God wants to see from us. “Let the peace of Christ rule in your
hearts, since as members of one body you were called to peace. And be thankful” (Co-
lossians 3:15). Paul revealed the reason why he could be bold, and it is because the Holy
Spirit marks and guarantees it. And in his second letter to Timothy, Paul talks about the
result: “The Lord knows those who are his” (2 Timothy 2:19).
