On the 17th of last month, a press conference was held to commemorate the publica-
tion of <I Read, Write, and Throw Away> written by Son Woong-jeong, father of Son
Heung-min, a world-renowned soccer player. Here, he expressed his thoughts on rais-
ing children in relation to preparing for retirement. “The best way to prepare for retire-
ment is to try to be a parent who doesn’t nag your grown children.” I feel that he was
able to speak so confidently about raising children, because he lived by his words. “
Train a child in the way he should go, and when he is old, he will not turn from it” (Prov-
erbs 22:6). While raising his children, Son Woong-Jeong taught them according to “the
way they should go” religiously or morally. So, there was a belief that even if he didn't
nag his grown children, they would live the way they learned when they were young.
Moreover, since Son Heung-min is a famous soccer player around the world and the
pride of his parents, there is nothing more to ask for about him.

In relation to this, I am introducing a touching story about Elder Lee Seong-eun, who
served as the 15th Minister of National Defense in South Korea, and his mother. When
the Korean War broke out, he joined the Marine Corps and became a one-star general
at the young age of 27. He showed a hat with a star to his mother and said, “Mother! “I
came to you with wearing a star.” However, when he said this expecting to receive great
praise, his mother responded as follows: “Well done, son! But the star on your hat will
fall someday. I want you to wear a star in the sky. You must always not neglect saving
souls and building churches.” The words his mother gave him remained deep in his
mind and he worked hard to evangelize the military. He devoted himself to the revival
of the church he served after he was discharged from the army. Eventually, he was ap-
pointed as chairman of the church construction committee and helped build God's
temple. After the construction was completed, and the dedication service worship was
held, he went to his mother with a photo of the newly built church. “Mother! As the
chairman of the construction committee, I dedicated this beautiful chapel to God.” Lis-
tening to his son, his mother was very pleased and said to him: "Good job. Now you

have worn a star in the sky.”

“Ithank God, whom I serve, as my forefathers did, with a clear conscience, as night and
day I constantly remember you in my prayers, Recalling your tears, I long to see you, so
that I may be filled with joy. I have been reminded of your sincere faith, which first
lived in your grandmother Lois and in your mother Eunice and, I am persuaded, now
lives in you also” (2 Timothy 1:3-5). This is what Paul wrote to Timothy, saying that he
missed Timothy. The reason why he wanted to see Timothy was that it brought him joy
to see the ‘unfeigned faith’ in Timothy. Don't you think that Paul’s saying is one of the
most beautiful things to say when you want to see someone?

Here is the biblical answer to raising children . In a nutshell, the best way to raise chil-
dren that we Christian parents should pursue is 'passing on their faith.' In particular, it
is important for us to pass on true faith to our children, so that they could experience
the grace of God. However, many parents in today's world say that they want their chil-
dren to live like that, but the reality is that they are pushing their children to achieve
worldly success and advancement more than anything else.

Soccer player Park Jisung's father once said in an interview with the media when his
son was doing well. “What I felt most sorry about Jisung was that I couldn’t give birth to
a son with a handsome face like Ahn Jung-hwan. (Ahn Jung-hwan was one of the
best-looking soccer players in South Korea.) If Jisung was good-looking, he would con-
tinue to be the focus of the news media even when he was going through a slump, but
if Jisung couldn't do well, he would be immediately forgotten. So one time I told Jisung:
‘If you can’t play soccer, you're of no use to anyone, so the only way to succeed is doing
well in soccer.” It seems that his message was aimed at motivating his son to do well in
soccer, but his words, “If you can’t play soccer, you're of no use to anyone” went too far.
It's a shame, but many parents push their children with this mindset.

Our children may not be able to study better than other children in other families.
However, if parents say to their children, “If you can'’t study, you are of no use to
anyone!” such parents are unqualified parents. As Christian parents, what we can and
must do is to teach our children the way they should go from an early age and to lead

them to become 'people of sincere faith.'
