COLUMN

It is said that nothing grows on bamboo until the fourth year after planting seeds. Itis
not until the fifth year that bamboo shoots begin to break through the ground, and
from then on, they begin to grow rapidly, reaching a height of 15 meters by the sixth
week. So, bamboo takes root for four years before growing upwards. Bamboo that has
been through this time is not flashy, but it is straight. But I think our spirituality is also
like that. Only after going through a long period of refinement and taking root in faith
can believers pursue spiritual values in this world, full of worldly values and stand spir-
itually upright.

When I'was in high school, I scoffed at an article in a newspaper that said, “The era
of my car is coming soon.” But what is it like now? Everyone drives his or her own car.
Although our lives have made tremendous progress, many people still live with resent-
ment and dissatisfaction. The thirst that most people feel today is a physical thirst, not
a spiritual thirst. It is a thirst that comes from not being better than others, a thirst that
comes from not having more.

“Remember Lot’s wife” (Luke 17:32). Why did Jesus command us to think about Lot's
wife, Abraham's niece-in-law? She was a woman who turned into a pillar of salt after ig-
noring the warning not to look back when Sodom was destroyed by fire and brimstone.
The Lord told his disciples to look into the reason why Lot's wife became a pillar of salt
and to live in pursuit of spiritual values, not physical values. Also, he wants us to re-
member that a religious environment does not guarantee salvation. There are many
similar examples in the Bible, including Gehazi, who served Elisha. He was blinded by
material things, so he deceived Elisha and even lied to him, and was condemned to lep-
rosy. A person worse than these is Judas Iscariot. He was one of Jesus' 12 disciples.
There is probably no one in the world who lived in a better religious environment than
Judas Iscariot, but he also fell into ruin while pursuing worldly values.

No matter how well a world-class composer writes a sheet music, the scale of the sheet
music does not become the music that the audience speaks of. When a professional
performer understands the composer's intention to express each note and refines it
through much practice, it becomes music that deeply touches the hearts of the audi-

ence. We can understand the words of the Bible in the same context.

Anyone can hear the word of God, but only a few people meditate deeply on His word
and try to live by it. The poet sings about their lives like this: “Blessed are they whose
conduct is blameless, and who walk according to the law of the LORD; blessed are they
who keep the testimonies of the LORD, and seek the LORD with their whole heart”

(Psalm 119:1,2). The poet said that those whose actions are perfect are blessed, but de-
fined a ‘perfect person’ not as someone who is perfect without blemishes, but as some-
one who walks with Jehovah God and lives according to His will.

The representative person in the Bible who lived this kind of lifestyle was Noah, and
the writer of Hebrews believed that the reason he was able to walk with the Lord and
live like this was because of his ‘absolute trust’ in the word of God. “By faith Noah,
being warned of things not yet seen, in reverence prepared an ark to save his house-
hold, by which he condemned the world and became heir of the righteousness that
comes by faith” (Hebrews 11:7). Although Noah had never seen rain fall from the sky,
he accepted God's words as a "warning of things not yet seen" and prepared an ark to
save his family. During the long time he spent building the ark, he was ridiculed, criti-
cized, ignored and turned away by people, but because he ‘absolutely trusted’ the word
of God, he believed that “something never seen before” would actually come true and
did not stop building the ark. As a result, he was able to save his family from the judg-
ment of God.

People in the world can be divided into two types of life, one is the product life and
the other is the life that is the piece of work. Typically, products flash briefly when they
are popular, but their value drops significantly over time. On the other hand, people
may not know the value of a piece of work at first, but its value increases as time passes.
In this respect, we can say that we are living a life of piece of work. This is because the
value of our Lord Jesus Christ increases as time passes. So even when the end-of-life
approaches, believers do not fear. This is because by accumulating noble knowledge
of Christ, we live our lives as “piece of work” according to the word of God until the end,
like Noah.
